Cultural differences between Russia and the UK

Hi! I’'m Sinead. I live in England and last year I graduated from University, where |
studied French and Russian. I am now a qualified EFL teacher, holding a certificate from
Cambridge University, and in 2010 I was a teacher at Jump English School whilst I was
living in Moscow.

I am going to talk to you today about cultural differences between Russia and the UK.
Whilst I was in Moscow, I noticed that many Russians did things that British people would
find ‘rude’ or impolite.

Similarly, many of my Russian friends living in the UK noticed that British people are
TOO polite, and often say “please” or “thank you” when actually they don’t need to!

So, if you want to get along in the UK or be polite to your British friends in Russia, here is
my advice to you:

1. Always say sorry. Always. If somebody in the street accidentally steps on your foot,
you must both say sorry. I guess he must say sorry for stepping on you, and you must say
sorry for getting in the way! It sounds crazy, but this is very normal in Britain.

2. The English language does not have the polite/formal version of “you”. This means that
although in Russian, a phrase such as “I want you to teach me English” could be very
polite with the correct form of “you”; in English this sounds a little rude.

To help with this problem, the English language has many “introductory phrases” which
take the position of polite “you” in phrases. So, the phrase “I want you to teach me
English”, could become: “Oh I’m sorry to bother you, but I was wondering if you
wouldn’t mind teaching me a bit of English some time? Feel free to say no!”

3. Honesty is not always the best policy. When I first spoke with Russian people, some
things they said made me very upset. Then, I realised that they were just being honest with
me! Personally, I believe that the Russian way is the best way, but unfortunately not many
English people agree with me!
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So, if you don’t want to upset your English friends, try not to say things like: “oh, you
don’t speak Russian very well” or, “I don’t think your hair looks very nice today” or, “I
don’t want to see you tomorrow”. You don’t have to lie, but try to make the truth sound
more friendly!

4. Finally, SMILE! In England, smiling is like currency. Real smiles; fake smiles; big
smiles; small smiles; happy smiles; sad smiles, they are all worth something! I learned that
in Russian culture it is unusual to smile at strangers, but in the UK it is expected, so it’s
time to start practicing!

Nowadays over 300 million people speak it as a mother tongue. English is the official
language of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, of the United
States of America, of Australia and New Zealand. It is used as one of the official
languages in Canada, the Republic of South Africa and the Irish Republic. English is also
spoken as a second language in the former British and US colonies. In a number of
speakers (400 million) it is second only to Chinese. English is the major international
language of communication in such areas as science, technology and business. It is the
language of literature, education, modem music, and international tourism. English is the
major language of diplomacy; it is one of the official languages of the United Nation
organization and other political organizations. Russia is integrating into the world
community and the problem of learning English for the purpose of communication is
especially urgent today. One should say that English is not an easy language to learn.
There is a big problem of spelling, of the large number of exceptions to any rule. This
language is very idiomatic and the prepositions are terrible.

® The Russian flag is sometimes called the IMPERIAL FLAG. It consists of three equal
stripes of white, blue and red. The first flag of this design appeared more than 300 years
ago. Peter the Great adapted the flag from the National flag of the Netherlands. Later a
black two-headed eagle on a golden background was added to the flag of Russia. The flag
existed until the revolution in 1917. In the nineties, with the democratic changes, the three-
colour flag was restored again. On 21 August 1991, the flag was officially adopted by the
Russian President and the Russian Parliament. In Russia the colours of the current flag
symbolize:

* white - frankness and generosity;

* blue - honesty and wisdom;

* red - courage and love.

® The Russian National Emblem is the golden DOUBLE-HEADED EAGLE with a
horseman (St George) on a shield on the eagle's breast with a red background. Above the
two heads of the eagle, there is an historical crown.

The first emblem of the double-headed eagle was introduced in 1480, by Prince Ivan III. It
was at the time of the establishment of the Russian state system. It symbolized the
supreme power and sovereignty of the state.

Since then, the double-headed eagle is the main part of the emblem of our country. But
now the crown is a symbol of the sovereignty both of the Russian Federation (as a whole)
and of its parts (subjects of the Federation).
