Opportunities and Challenges

Whenever a new technology emerges with the potential to change the way people live and work, it
sparks lively debate about its impact on our world and concern over how widely it should be adopted.
Some people will view the technology with tremendous optimism, while others will view it as threatening
and disruptive.

When the telephone was first introduced, many critics thought it would disrupt society, dis-
solve communities, erode privacy, and encourage selfish, destructive behavior. Others thought the
telephone was a liberating and democratizing force that would create new business opportunities
and bring society closer together. The Internet brings many of these arguments back to life. Some
optimists view the Internet as humanity’s greatest invention—an invention on the scale of the print-
ing press. They believe the Internet will bring about unprecedented economic and political empow-
erment, richer communication between people, a cultural renaissance, and a new era of economic
prosperity and world peace. At the other extreme, pessimists think the Internet will result in eco-
nomic and cultural exploitation, the death of privacy, and a decline in values and social standards.

If history is any guide, neither side of these arguments will be proved right. Just as the telephone,
electricity, the automobile, and the airplane shaped our world in the 20th century, the Internet will shape
the early years of the 21st, and it will have a profound—and overwhelmingly positive — impact on the
way we work and live. But it will not change the fundamental aspects of business and society— compa-
nies will still need to make a profit, people will still need their social framework, education will still re-
quire great teachers. However, the current debate over how widely we should adopt this technology does
raise some serious issues that must be addressed to make the most of the Internet’s vast potential.
