The technical school was founded in 1935.

Our library is on the third floor. It contains a lot of text-books and fiction. There is a
schedule and a cloakroom on the first floor. Our classrooms are large and light. Our
computer classes have modern equipment. The workshops where we have practical
training are on the ground floor.

Our studies began on the first of September and will end in June. Every day we attend
lectures and have practice. I do well because I want to be a good specialist. At the end of
the term we’ll take exams and I must pass them successfully.

Some of our students live in the hostel. It is not far from our technical school. It takes
them about 50 minutes to get on foot to the technical school.
